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WRECK OF THE ADMELLA TEACHING RESOURCE KIT

AND DVD LAUNCH 

About 120 people viewed the new “Wreck of the Admella” DVD during Centrestage Community Theatre’s Open Day at the Wehl Street Theatre on Sunday 26 April 2009.  

The “Wreck of the Admella” DVD and Admella Teaching Resource Kit were launched prior to the first screening, when District Council of Grant Mayor Don Pegler presented certificates to volunteers involved with the creation of the Kit and to the producers of the DVD for their dedication to the project and for allowing it to be included in the Kit.  

The Admella Teaching Resource Kit was presented to Principals and representatives of a number of local schools and will be distributed this week to other schools in the Limestone Coast of South Australia to help commemorate the 150th Anniversary of the Wreck of the Admella.

The Kit has been created with the help of a group of local teachers as an aide to educate and engage students in the story of the wreck of the Admella.  
Teachers involved with the creation of the kit are Bec Hunt and Meredith Dent from Reidy Park Primary School, Julie Murdoch from Allendale East Area School, Sarah Lynch and Steve Primer from Tenison Woods College and John Magarey from MacDonald Park Primary School who is a descendant of Thomas Magarey who’s brother lost his life on the wreck.

It is suitable for students in Reception through to Year 9 and includes SACSA teaching outcomes and stories and photographs supplied to the Admella Commemoration Advisory Committee by descendants of those involved with the wreck, as well as the “Wreck of the Admella” DVD.
The DVD, which has been produced by Brenton Manser and Robert Tremelling in association with the District Council of Grant Admella Commemoration Advisory Committee, includes an original music score, Admella song, re-enactments and interviews with those passionate about sharing the Admella story. 

A generous donation to the tax deductible Admella 150th Anniversary Fund in memory of William Isbister, part owner of the Admella and William’s brother in law Captain Hugh McEwan, part owner and Master of the Admella has enabled the Admella Commemoration Advisory Committee to gift the Teaching Resource Kit to schools in the Limestone Coast and to also gift a copy of the DVD to local museums, libraries and visitor information centres.    
Admella Project Officer Linda Hay said “Everyone seemed very impressed with the quality of the DVD and Glenelg Shire Mayor Geoff White was so taken with both projects that he will be recommending they be provided to schools in his region also”
