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Mixing Art with History 

A water colour painting workshop exploring the subject “Wreck of the Admella” was held recently at the Riddoch Art Gallery.  The aim of the workshop was to encourage participants to view the process as an exploration of the subject Admella and of their response to it. The workshop was sponsored by Country Arts SA and the Admella Commemoration Advisory Committee. 

Participants were competently supported by professional watercolourist and illustrator Julian Bruere who paints and draws using a variety of mediums and themes with a focus on seascapes, alpine snow gums, maritime and city scenes, for exhibition or by commission.  He runs watercolour workshops and art classes at the Victorian Artists Society and is the Victorian Vice President of the Australian Maritime Painters Association and Treasurer of the Victorian Artists’ Society.

Julian has a graphic arts background and has illustrated over 75 children’s books, including The True Adventures of John Nicol, an illustrated account of a sailor and his travels around the world in the late 1700’s.  He worked on the animated TV series “The Silver Brumby” painting alpine back grounds and has released a limited edition print run “Melbourne Life” which found its way to England and America. 

Participants were encouraged to submit a piece of work for the Admella Community Exhibition; “Impressions of catastrophe, courage and commitment”, which will be held at the Riddoch Art Gallery from 6th August 2009 as part of the Admella 150 Festival.
