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Robe commemorates historical shipwreck 

as part of the Admella150 Festival

Robe joins six regional communities in the Limestone Coast to remember the tragic SS Admella shipwreck in 1859 that claimed the lives of 89 people traveling on a passenger steamer between Adelaide and Melbourne in one of Australia’s worst maritime disasters.

On Wednesday 12 August 2009 Robe will host a variety of events to commemorate and honour Robe’s involvement with the tragedy, and the subsequent eight day attempt to rescue the survivors.

To remember those involved in the wreck, followed by a wreath laying ceremony at The Fisherman’s Memorial at The Robe Marina to pay tribute to the Robe seaman who risked their lives in the perilous seas as attempts were made to reach the struggling survivors.

Join the Robe Professional Fisherman’s Association for a recovery breakfast and a warming cup of coffee at the Robe Yacht Club following the opening ceremonies.  Gold coin donation. 

10am – 4pm, Robe Custom House

Discover more about Captain HD Melville, Harbourmaster and Receiver of Wrecks at the time of the Admella disaster, presented by the Robe Branch National Trust.

See relics of the salvaged boilerplates from the The Admella which were used to reinforce the prison walls in the old gaol to thwart escape attempts.
